This Program has generated a considerable amount of interest and the Department has received many worthy applications, which seek to develop infrastructure that support sport and recreation activities in Queensland.  However, as noted in the Program guidelines and largely due to the significant demand for funding, not all interested applicants can be invited to proceed to the next stage.

The Major Facilities Program Expression of Interest had many high quality submissions, and to ensure the likelihood of the projects meeting with the needs of communities and equitable funding across the State, not all projects could be short-listed to proceed to the Application for Funding stage.  

The EOI process was implemented to increase efficiency and be a less costly process for organisations, as it would mean that the expense to proceed to the full application stage would not be an onus on the applicants until such time that a project is at the final planning stages or would be easily completed during the funding program period.
